Since its inception in
2013, the FFP has been recognized as a common credit-
earning course which also offers opportunities for building
diverse professional networks. In recent years, the program
has expanded to incorporate artificial intelligence (Al)
technologies, supporting innovative faculty development
and empowering the next generation of academic leaders.

Interactive Teaching (Online Courses)
